The exhibition includes contemporary and modern photography as well as photographic objects,
showcased in Berlin at locations such as Holzmarkt, Teufelsberg, the Jacob and Wilhelm Grimm Cen-
ter, and Kreativhaus Fischerinsel. Additional locations in Berlin, Chemnitz — the European Capital of
Culture 2025 — as well as Bonn and Basel, are currently being considered.
